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Thank you so much for your prayers and support for wus. this
month. The Lord has enabled us to get another load of literature,
including Bibles, tracts, and also clothes, food, sewing materials,
and many other things to the Churches down in Chiapas, Tabasco,
and Campeche.

We were able to preach in dozens of villages, both in the
churches and by loudspeaker we mounted on top of the truck. This
isn't the first time we've preached this way, but it was a real
blessing to do it. Many times the Lord would lead us to preach
at what seemed like only a jungle or a bunch of trees, and we'd
find out later there were many people listening. God knows every
need, and He knows where each one of us is right now. He hasn't
changed at all. "I am the LORD, I change not'", and also,"Jesus
Christ the same, yesterday, today, and forever". Thank God He
still heals, saves souls, and delivers from sin.

The Brethren at La Guayaba, Tabasco, want to build a small
church building. It is a small group, as the town is very small,
but it is difficult to get 50 or 60 into their small houses. We
aren't against buildings, but we're very cautious about wusing
the Lord's money wisely. We've seen a lot of it wasted on foolish
things in other countries.

The truck was so heavily loaded that we had to change tires
five times on the trip down. We made the trip back on a borrowed
tire.

One of the towns we work in, Sabancuy, was taken over by
the communists at the end of April. They held the government offices
for 8 days, and blockaded all roads in and out, and also the highway
to Ciudad del Carmen. We found out 1later it was instigated by
the Jesuits. The priest at Sabancuy even gave directions on how
to take over the city and block the roads. He went to most of
the surrounding villages and preached the same "liberation theology'.
This is the same group, you may remember, who started all the
problems in Chiapas a few years back. We went through a group
of over 5,000 demonstrators that day, and even preached to the
communist leaders from Mexico City. Almost 50 people were killed
that day. Time is rapidly running out for the open preaching of
the Gospel down here.

Again, thank you who have been faithful to be a part of this
ministry, and may God multiply it back to you a hundredfold.
