Guatemalans have been raising up churches and doing crusades
all over Latin American for years. An evangelist from Argentina said that God spoke to him
over twenty-five years ago that he would be a missionary to the USA because of the
apostasy coming upon us. He has now been preaching here for many years. Many others
have been sent by the Lord from Europe, Africa, South America, Asia, and other places as
God tries to shake us from our complacency.

The time is fast approaching when we will hear the cries of those saying, "Give us oil, for
our lamps have gone out."

The great Apostle Paul said that he kept his body under submission, because he did not
want to be a "castaway" after having preached to others.

Mark these words, brothers and sisters: If we do not have revival, we will die. We can
look all around us and see what the world system has done to us and our families.
